Riders may not cross enter with the ASH Hunt Seat Medal Classes (130, 131, 132).   
 
 

In the jumping phase, riders to show over a minimum of eight obstacles 2’9” in height 
with spreads not to exceed height of the fence.  The course must include a double 
combination, with at least one spread fence;  a second spread fence is required 
elsewhere on course.  The course should be more difficult than that of a regular hunter 
seat equitation course.   
 
 

In the flat phase, riders will show as a group at the working walk, working trot sitting, 
working trot rising, the working trot rising showing a lengthening of stride, the working 
canter, and the working canter showing a lengthening of stride.  Judges may require any 
additional tests in either phase and are not confined to USEF EQ 113 Tests 1-19.

EEC Hunter Derby 

 

The  EEC Hunter Derby is modeled after the USHJA Hunter Derby that is held at top 
competitions throughout the country. A goal of the Hunter Derby is to bring the basic 
principles of riding back into show hunters through the use of challenging courses, 
interesting jump materials and greater variation in fence construction.  (www.ushja.org) 
 

The Derby will have two fence height sections, and there is not cross entry between the 
two sections.  There is no limit to the number of horses a rider can ride in each class.   
 

The first round is a Classic Hunter Style Round, 10 jumps minimum, Fence heights are 
2’6” or 3’0”, except option fences.    The course will have at least one in and out, at least 
one bending line, at least one line with an unrelated distance, and at least one fence 
with a long approach.   See below for description of fences.  The Classic Hunter Style 
Round shall be judged and numerically scored on quality, movement, jumping style, 
manners and way of going.  Pace and brilliance are to be rewarded.   
 

The second round is a Handy Hunter Round, 8 jumps minimum.  Fence heights are same 
as round one.  The course must have a minimum of 3 of the following options:  tight 
turn options, different tracks, clever options for jump approaches including jumping 
decorations to utilize a shorter track, pen type obstacles, hand gallop a jump, trot a 
lowered obstacle, execute a walk jump while mounted not to exceed 18” in height, lead 
a horse over an obstacle not to exceed 12” in height, halt and/or back.  The Handy 
Hunter Round shall be judged and numerically scored on quality, movement, jumping 
style, manners and way of going.  Pace and brilliance are to be rewarded.  Bonus points 
awarded for handiness and higher height options. 
 

At least 2 fences in the courses will be set above stated fence heights as option jumps.  
Jumps will simulate those reminiscent of the hunt field, and the course should offer a 
variety of jumps with different appearances such as:  natural post and rail, stone wall, 
white board fence or gate, hedge, oxer, brush, logs, natural foliage and straw.  A 3” 
difference is required for the back element of an obstacle, and for appropriate jumps, 
no ground line is acceptable.     

 

The class format shall be as follows:  Class 700 will run  before the start of class 701.    
I.  Round 1: Classic Hunter Course 
II.  Round II:  Handy Hunter Course  

III.  Award winners Round 1, ribbons 1-10 
IV.  Award winners of Round 2, ribbons 1-10 

V.  Award Overall Champion and Reserve

HORSE SHOW RULES     

MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 
Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all 
classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or 
above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining 
and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a 
handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, 
Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined 
Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. 
Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 
1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot 
and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a 
lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) 
NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other 
nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their 
own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant 
handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes. 
 
The Horse Show Committee reserves the right to cancel or postpone any class due to 
unforeseen weather conditions judged to be hazardous or detrimental to the safely and 
general welfare of the participants, mounts and/or facilities.  The right is also reserved 
to combine or change the order of classes and to refuse to return any entry fee before 
of during the show without being liable for compensation.   The Horse Show Committee 
reserves the right to itself to interpret all question and conditions in regard to or arising 
out of, or incident to the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind.  All 
question not covered in these Rules shall be decided by the Horse Show Management; 
its decision to be final. 
 
Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current 
USEF Rule Book will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith except where 
specifically overridden by the rules and specifications of the Alaska State Horsemen, Inc. 
This entry shall constitute an agreement and affirmation that the person entering this 
horse show as rider or owner hold harmless the competition officials, directors and 
other agents for any injury or loss resulted, directly or indirectly, from the negligent acts 
or omissions of said officials:  will abide by the local rules of the competition. 
 
USEF Entry Agreement 
By entering a Federation-licensed Competition and signing this entry blank as the 
Owner, Lessee, Trainer, Manager, Agent, Coach, Driver, Rider, Handler, Vaulter or 
Longeur and on behalf of myself and my principles, representatives, employees and 
agents, I agree that I am subject to the Bylaws and Rules of The United States 
Equestrian Federation, Inc. (the “Federation”) and the local rules of the competition.  I 
agree to be bound by the Bylaws and Rules of the Federation and of the competition.  I 
will accept as the final the decision of the Hearing Committee on any question arising 
under the Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless the competition, the 
Federation, their officials, directors and employees for any action taken under the 



Rules.  I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or participate under the Rules, and 
every horse I am entering is eligible as entered.  I also agree that as a condition of and in 
consideration of acceptance of entry, the Federation and/or the Competition may use 
or assign photographs, videos, audios, cablecasts, broadcasts, internet, film, new media 
or other likenesses of me and my horses taken during the course of the competition for 
the promotion, coverage or benefit of the competitions, sport, or the Federation.  Those 
likenesses shall not be used to advertise a product and they may not be used in such a 
way as to jeopardize amateur status.  I hereby expressly and irrevocable waive and 
release any rights in connection with such use, including any claim to compensation, 
invasion of privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropriation.  The construction and 
application of Federation rules are governed by the laws of the State of New York, and 
any action instituted against the Federation must b e filed in New York State.  See 
GR908.4.

All horses competing in Federation non-breed restricted licensed competitions with 
hunter, hunter breeding, jumper and hunter seat equitation classes must be properly 
identified and must obtain a Registration number from USHJA.   

HORSE/PONY NOMINATION 
For 2011 we will continue to use the nomination procedure.  This $50 fee allows you to 

only pay for classes entered, even if entered and scratched, as long as done by 5:00 
p.m.  the day before.  This is to allow riders to have more flexibility in the classes 

entered and not be financially penalized as long as done in an organized manner by 5:00 
p.m. the day before.   

 

When entries are sent in, the payment is for stall fees and a horse/pony nomination.  
Classes thought to enter are also listed.  Then upon check in and throughout the show, 
exhibitors may add/ scratch/change any classes listed on their entry form at no charge 

as long as it is done prior to 5:00pm the day before the class. 
   

Example 1:  entered Open Working Hunter.  Realized that open was too high and 
wanted to ride in Low instead.  Change upon check in for no charge.   

Example 2:  Want to add meter .95 Jumper on Friday.  If added prior to 5:00 p.m. on 
Thursday, there is no charge, if added after 5:00 p.m. on Thursday $5 fee. 

Example 3:  Want to scratch meter .95 Jumper on Friday.  If scratched prior to 5:00 p.m. 
on Thursday, you will not be charged the entry fee for meter .95 Jumper,  if scratch on 

Friday, or Thursday after 5:00 p.m. you will be charged the entry fee. 
 

This allows riders and trainers to enter on a day by day basis.  If add/scratches/ changes 
are done prior to 5:00 p.m. the day before there is no charge AND entry fees for 
scratched classes will be refunded.  Exhibitors must clear their show bill by the end of 
the show, if not, the check lodged with the secretary will be filled out in the amount 
shown with no disputes allowed.

WITHOUT A CHECK COVERING THE BALANCE OF THE ENTRIES.  (A signed, open check is 
preferred.)  Upon check in, entries will have the opportunity to add/scratch any classes 
listed on their entry form at no cost.  If exhibitors do not wish to leave an open check 

they may pay their entries in full when picking up their numbers.  However, without an 
open check riders must pay for their added classes at the time of entering and will not 
be allowed to gate add the post entered class.  They will also not receive a refund for 

any scratched classes done by 5:00 p.m. the day prior.

ADDS/SCRATCHES/CHANGES 
Adds/Scratches/Changes are made on an entry that has been received by the horse 
show office. The penalties will only apply if done after 5:00 p.m. the day preceding the 
class. Any add/scratch/change made in the Horse Show Office on the Official Form will 
be charged as follows, if done after 5:00 p.m. the preceding day. 

1.  Add a class­penalty of $5 

2.  Change from one class to another­penalty of $5 
3.  Change of horse in and equitation class/change of rider in a performance  

     class­no charge 
4.  Scratching a class after 5:00 p.m. the day before will not receive entry fees back. 
Any scratch made in the Horse Show office and accompanied by a licensed equine  vet’s 
Certificate will be charged a penalty of $50.  Only entry fees will be refunded. 

ACCIDENTS INVOLVING COMPETITORS 
Per GR1317, in the event of a fall/accident where the competitor is apparently 
unconscious or concussed, he/she is precluded from competing until evaluated by 
qualified medical personnel as defined in GR1211.5.  If the competitor refuses to be 
evaluated, he/she is disqualified from the competition. 



AMATEUR STATUS 
Adults showing in Adult Amateur/Amateur hunter or jumper classes must be Amateur 
Senior or Life Members of the USEF or Affiliate Members of  the USEF.  Non members of 
USEF must be in possession of USEF Amateur Certification  

ARENA ETIQUETTE 
While the arenas are open for schooling on the flat and/or over fences, show 
management reserves the right to ask horses/riders/trainers to leave the arenas if their 
schooling is disrupting the horse show.  Fences may be lowered/raised, HOWEVER THEY 
MAY NOT BE MOVED, AND PANELS/FLOWERS/ETC. MAY NOT BE ADDED AND/OR 
REMOVED.   Horses and/or unauthorized persons are not permitted in arenas when a 
course is set or in the process of being set for an upcoming class.  VIOLATIONS of any of 
the above will be considered cause for elimination from the show and/or a $100 fine. 

CHAMPIONSHIPS 
ALL championships and reserves will be awarded according to USEF GR808, HU-7 and 
JP110.  Ties in equitation will be broken by the most points earned over fences.  Ties in 
Jumper will remain tied. 

DIRECTIONS 
Off the Glenn Highway, turn east on the northern Inner Springer Loop Rd, and then 
make the first right at the back of the fairgrounds.  Proceed to the second drive-in on 
the right.  Take the left Y to the FEC.  Phone number is 746-7170. 

DRUG FEES 
For every horse participating in any USEF recognized competition, a USEF Federation 
Fee $15.00 ($7.00 Drugs and Medication, $8.00 USEF) will be collected to provide 
research, inspection, and enforcement of rules regarding use of medications and drugs. 

FOOD 
Food service will be available on the grounds. 

FOOTING/ARENA 
Both arenas and schooling areas are sand/pea gravel.  Arenas are 140X200.   

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 

A current (within 6 months) negative EIA must be included with entries. 

JUMPING ORDER 
Hunter Classes will run on open cards.  Sign up will be available at 8:00 a.m.  Please 
form line at secretaries’ window.  Jumpers and Equitation will run with posted order.  
Post entries will be added to the beginning of that order. 

LUNGING 
The north schooling area will be reserved for lunging.  This is the only area in which 
horses are to be lunged.  Riders may use the north schooling area, but lunging horses 
have priority. Please see the class list for when the lunging area is closed. 

MEASUREMENT CARDS 
All horses/ponies showing in the Junior Hunter Division/Pony Hunter Division must be in 
possession of an USEF measurement card or a copy of a valid measurement form, and 
same (in its original form) must be presented to the Horse Show Secretary.  Numbers 



WILL NOT be issued before the above requirements have been complied with.  
Measurements will take place 8:00 a.m. 8/11, please advise show secretary if you need 
your animal to be measured. 

MINOR EXHIBITORS 
Parent(s) or guardian(s) of minor exhibitors shall hold the Horse Show Management and 
the Facility harmless for any injury to such minor.  NO child’s entry will be accepted or 
number issued unless the entry is signed by a parent or LEGAL guardian  

MISC. FEES 
A $25.00 Grounds Fee per day will be assessed to horses and ponies under the following 
circumstances.  1.  Horses not entered in any classes at the horse show, whether stabled 
or not, but using the facility.  2.  Non-stabled horses and ponies will pay a $25.00 per 
horse/pony per day participating at the horse show, except entrants in Walk/Trot, 
Hunter Performance, Pleasure Horse 1

st
 year green, and the Beginner/Novice classes.  

This fee helps to cover the cost of rental of the facility.   

MOTORIZED VEHICLES 
In accordance with GR1301.7: Minors who do not have a valid driver's license which 
allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be 
permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not limited to, golf 
carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of 
licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the 
above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a 
valid driver's license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the 
parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the 
offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or 
trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and 
charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. 
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are 
exempt from this rule. 

NATURAL OBSTACLE SCHOOLING 
For those participants in the Hunter Derby, AHJA will make available the natural 
obstacles available for practicing from 4-5:30 p.m. on Thursday and Friday in the lunging 
area.   Same arena etiquette applies 

NON NEGOTIABLE CHECKS 
Checks returned by the bank for any reason will be assessed a penalty of $50.  Upon 
notification of a returned check, accounts will be given three days to make full payment, 
including the penalty, which must be paid in certified funds, cashier’s check or money 
order.   

OPPORTUNITY CLASSES 
Opportunity classes are for entry-level riders.  All opportunity classes and divisions will 
have fence heights of 2’6” or below.  Any rider that has shown in a Zone pointed 
division or a regular division, such as Children’s Hunter, pony hunter, English Pleasure, 
Hunt Seat Open is not eligible.  Horses entered only in theses classes are still subject to 
and must comply with the Drug and Medication rules and are subject to drug testing. 
Horses entered only in these classes are exempt from the Federation fee, including 
the Equine Drugs and Medication fee and are not required to have a Horse 



Identification (HID) or Recording Number but are to list the HID or Recording Number 
if the horse has been assigned this number.  If entered in opportunity classes 
restricted to amateurs, riders/drivers/handlers are required to have an amateur 
status with USEF or pay the $30 non-member amateur card fee.  
Riders/drivers/handlers entered only in these classes are exempt from the Federation 
membership requirements and are not required to pay a non-member fee but are 
required to list the Federation membership number if the participant is a member.  
There is no cross entry between opportunity classes and regular classes at the AHJA 
show.   

POST ENTRIES 
An entry that has not been received by the horse show office will be considered a post 
entry.  These entries will pay the regular class fees plus the penalties stated below.  The 
following situations will constitute a post entry and will be charged as stated:   
1.  Entries received after the closing date for the show will pay a penalty fee of  $35.   
2.  New entries made after the show starts will pay a penalty of $50. 

PRIZE MONEY 
Prize money will be divided 50%, 30%, 20% in all “B” rated classes. The owner of any 
horse/pony exhibited in classes where prize money is awarded MUST provide a Social 
Security number before prize money will be paid.  Prize money checks will be made out 
to the prize money recipient recorded on the entry blank and will be mailed or hand-
delivered within 30 days after the show.   Prize money will only be awarded if there are 
three entrants in the class. 

PROPER SHARPS DISPOSAL 
Sharps containers are available for the proper disposal of needles or other sharp 
disposable instruments—please use them!  Show Management may fine any individuals 
including trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal 
of needles or other sharp disposable instruments. 

PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR 
All exhibitors when jumping anywhere on the competition grounds, and all junior 
exhibitors when riding anywhere on the competition grounds, must wear properly 
fastened protective headgear that meets or exceeds ASTM/SEI standards for equestrian 
use and that carries the SEI tag.  The headgear must be secured and properly fitted.   

REFUNDS 
Full refunds of the entry fees may be refunded before the horse show.  After the show 
starts, with a licensed equine vet’s certificate only, full refund will be given minus a $50 
scratch fee and fees for classes already held prior to notification of the Horse Show 
Secretary, whether exhibited in or not.  Scratches must be made in the Horse Show 
Office prior to the conclusion of the horse show.  Refunds will be mailed within 30 days 
of the close of the show.   Stabling and nomination fees will not be refunded. 

SCHOOLING 
The show arenas will be open for schooling in the morning according to the class list.  Rings 
will be closed at the end of classes in each ring.   Ring 1 and Ring 2 will be open on 
Wednesday for schooling from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.. 
 



SHOW OFFICE HOURS 
Show office will be open from 2-6 p.m. the day prior to the competition.  During the 
regular competition days, the show office will be open from 7:30 a.m. till one-half hour 
after the last class of the day. 

SUBSTITUTIONS 
A new horse may be substituted for a scratched horse for a fee of $50 

STABLING 
Weekly stabling is provided. Stalls have a bottom door with some having full doors..  
Stabling will be available from Noon Tuesday 8/9 through 8 p.m. Sunday 8/14 for $100. 
For entrants in the beginner novice show, walk/trot, opportunity, performance, and 
pleasure horse 1

 year green, (500’s classes, 600’s classes, classes 110-116) stabling will 

be available from 10 a.m. Fri 8/13 through 8p.m. Sun 8/15 for $50.  Daily stabling is not 
available.  Stall assignments will be based upon arrival on the show grounds, first come 
first serve.   
Stall fees are due if a horse occupies a stall at any time during the day/night.    For 
weekly stabling a deposit of $40 must be received by the show office before numbers 
will be issued.

ASH HUNTER SEAT MEDAL CLASS 

Open to junior riders and adult amateurs on horses or ponies.  Riders must be ASH 
members in good standing and recorded for the ASH Medal to enter and receive points in 
Qualifying Classes. Riders who place in the Qualifying Classes earn points toward eligibility 
for the ASH Hunter Seat Medal Finals Class.    
 

(a) Tack: Regulation snaffles, pelhams, and full bridles, all with cavesson nosebands, are 
recommended. A judge at his own discretion can penalize horses with non-conventional 
types of bits or nosebands. Boots and conservative-colored bandages are permitted. In the 
jumping phase, standing or running martingales are allowed; draw reins are not allowed. 
In the flat phase, martingales and/or draw reins are prohibited.  
 

(b) Attire: Conservative-colored protective headgear in accordance with USEF rules is 
mandatory. Suitable hunter attire includes conservative coat; shirt with tie, stock, or 
choker; breeches or jodhpurs; and boots. Spurs, and crops or bats, are optional.  
 

 (d) Class Requirements: The same mount/rider combination is required for each section 
of the class (but a rider may qualify on one mount and ride a different one in the Finals 
class). In the jumping phase, riders to show over a minimum of TEN obstacles 3'3" in 
height with spreads of at least 3'0".   Show management may hold the qualifying classes in 
either the hunter or jumper ring.   
 

If the class is held in the hunter ring, the course must include two double combinations, 
with one spread fence in each; a third spread fence is required elsewhere on course.  The 
course must include at least two of the following elements:  bending line, narrow jump (6’-
8’), fence at the end of the ring, or a long approach to a single jump. 
 

If the class is held in the jumper ring, the course must include a double and a triple 
combination, with at least one spread fence in each; a third spread fence is required 
elsewhere on course.   The course must include at least two of the following elements:   
bending line, narrow jump (6’-8’), fence at the end of the ring, or a long approach to a 
single jump.   
 

The course should be of the type used in a jumper class and more difficult than that of a 
regular hunter seat equitation course.  To be judged on style and execution. In the flat 



phase, riders will show as a group at the working walk, working trot sitting, working trot 
rising, the working trot rising showing a lengthening of stride, the working canter, and the 
working canter showing a lengthening of stride. All riders being considered for an award 
shall be required to show the working canter on the counter lead for at least one full 
circuit revolution of the arena in both directions, but not more than 8 shall counter canter 
at one time.  
 

(e) Judging: To be judged on rider’s position and seat and the correctness and effect of the 
aids. Judges may require any additional tests and are not confined to USEF Tests 1-19.

(c) Eligibility: Open to all riders who have earned a minimum of 20 points in Qualifying 
Classes in the current season based on the chart for Hunt Seat Equitation Classes. 
 

(d) Class Requirements: The same mount/rider combination is required for each section of 
the class (but a rider may qualify on one mount and ride a different one in the finals class). 
It is required that show management require their judge to design the course to be 
jumped.  
 

The course will open ½ hour prior to the start of the competition for walking and may 
only be walked by the Finalists and their trainers.  
 

Phase 1 – Flat - The purpose of (Flat) is to prepare the horse for Jumping. Riders will be 
asked to demonstrate the following as a group or individually: working walk, working trot 
sitting, working trot rising, working trot showing a lengthening of stride, working canter, 
working canter showing a lengthening of stride, working canter on the counter lead. 
Judges may require additional tests. To be judged on rider’s position and seat as well as 
the correctness and effect of the aids. No Martingales will be allowed in Phase 1. Phase 1 
to have a multiplier of 2.  
Each finalist will use the schooling areas to school his/her own horse for the two rounds. 
 

Phase 2 – Jumping - To be shown over a course of approximately 10-13 fences 3’3” in 
height with spreads at least 3’0” but not to exceed 4’3”. To include a double and triple 
combination. At least three of the following must also be included: Bending line, narrow 
jump (6’-8’), roll back turn, fence at the end of the ring, long approach to a single jump, (As 
per USEF Rule Book). The course must include at least five jumps that would be of the type 
found in a jumper ring. To be judged on effectiveness of execution. Phase 2 will have a 
multiplier of 3.

Phase 3 – Ride Off - The judges will select the top three or four who, in their opinion, 
displayed the best overall abilities in Phase 1 and 2. The start order of Phase III-ride off will 
be determined by the rider’s cumulative score after Phases 1 and 2. Each competitor in 
this Phase must jump a round of the same course from Phase 2 on each of the three (or 
more) horses. In Phase 3 Finalists will use a special enclosure in which two practice 
obstacles will be built. The finalists may change their saddles, but otherwise the horses 
must always be ridden in the same tack that they had for Phase 2.   After Phase 2 each 
finalist will enter and remain in the enclosure with his/her horse. Except Officials, the 
only people allowed inside the enclosure are the Finalists, the trainer, and the groom 
for each horse taking part. Each time a competitor enters the warm-up arena they will 
be allowed two minutes to prepare with the assistance of a trainer.  The Finalist may  
jump the vertical obstacle once and the spread obstacle once OR the same obstacle 
twice. At the end of the two minutes the Finalist must enter the show ring.  The judge, 
at their discretion may take into account these riders’ performances in Phase 1 and 2 to 
break ties.
